· Good Practices in Participatory Governance.

Prof. Noel McGinn. Professor Emeritus of the Harvard University Graduate School of Education and Fellow Emeritus of the Harvard Institute for International Development. 
     Research from a number of countries shows that student learning is greatest in schools that have achieved high levels of participation by teachers and parents in making and implementing decisions that affect curriculum, teaching and student behavior. 

     School directors play a critical role in reaching high levels of participation. Their success requires attention to 5 moments in the process of participation. This talk describes these moments and provides examples of "good practices" that directors can carry out.

     Participation is stimulated by clarification of issues or concerns of teachers and parents. For each concern there are several different responses that can be made; these must be identified and assessed. No action should be taken until guidelines for implementation have been laid down. Once action begins every effort should be made to increase consensus among participants about the value of their collaboration. Participation requires support from the director and the ministry of education.

      As schools have become increasingly diverse, teachers have to have the skills, abilities and attitudes necessary to teach heterogeneous groups of learners. One of the best practices in this effort is Cooperative Learning, a thoroughly researched approach to teaching, consisting of many methods that have proven to address the needs of the heterogeneous classroom.
